Day 1: Arrival in Oslo, Norway

Day 5: Stockholm to Helsinki, Finland

Next, explore Uspenski Cathedral, the largest Orthodox church in Western Europe, and enjoy the views of the harbor. In the evening, have dinner at a Finnish restaurant while enjoying the city’s scenic beauty.

Day 6: Helsinki – Major Landmarks







Start your day with a visit to Suomenlinna Fortress, a UNESCO World Heritage site located on islands off the coast of Helsinki. Explore the fortress, museums, and enjoy the scenic views of the Baltic Sea. In the afternoon, visit the Temppeliaukio Church (Rock Church), a unique church built into solid rock. Finish the day at the Market Square, where you can sample local Finnish foods and crafts.

Day 7: Helsinki to Rovaniemi (Lapland) and Return to Helsinki

Evening: If time allows, experience the magical Northern Lights (in winter). Afterward, your driver will transfer you back to Helsinki for your return flight.
Return: Evening transfer to Helsinki Airport for your flight back home.
